Company (CRL) uses a Verification Process to confirm the
health information contained on the application for 
insurance. A Verifier will attempt to contact you by phone
within 48 hours of when your application is received at
CRL’s Home Office. Verifying this information by phone
enables CRL to process your application more quickly,
allowing you to receive an underwriting decision sooner.
Your coverage cannot be considered until this call 
is completed.

The Verification call will take approximately 10 to 20
minutes. In order to protect the privacy of our applicants,
the Verifier will first ask several questions to verify your 
identity before reviewing the information on your 
application. The Verifier will then confirm the accuracy 
of the information on your application, obtain any 
additional details which are needed and clarify any 
incomplete information. If you have not seen and read
every question on the application in its entirety, the
Verifier will review the entire application with you.

It’s been a week 
since my agent took
my application and 
I haven’t heard 
from anyone—
what should I do?
If you haven’t received a
call from a CRL, Verifier
within a week, please call
1-800-321-7138 to 
check on the status of 
your application. If your
application has been
received by CRL, you will be
given the opportunity to
compete the verification
process at that time.

How long after the
Verification Call will 
a decision on my
application be made?
Your agent will be provided an update within 4 business
days of the Verification Call. You can check with your
agent if you haven't been notified after this time.

CRL’s Verification process is designed to
be simple and convenient. Taking just 
a few minutes to complete this phone
call helps you speed up the processing
of your application and paves the way

for your insurance coverage.

How does this process benefit me? 
The verification process provides a permanent record 
of the information you provided at the time of 
underwriting. If there are any issues which arise, the
taped conversation can be used to clarify them.

Why are both the written application 
and the phone call needed?
The Verification call provides us an opportunity to 
personally review with you the information provided on
your enrollment application.
